Subject Area: "Practical Oral Pathology" 
 
Title: "The Daily Grind: Practical Oral Pathology for your Practice" 
 
Course Description: 
This course will cover basic lesions of the oral cavity with a variety of topics ranging from 
benign to malignant. The goal of the course is for the participant to become comfortable 
recognizing common oral lesions and understanding how to manage their patients with 
these conditions.

2) Determine which lesions should be viewed as potentially malignant.

Subject Area: "Ulcerative Conditions" 
 
Title: "Ulcerative Conditions of the Oral Cavity" 
 
Course Description: 
This course is designed to inform the participant about ulcerative conditions lesions of the 
oral cavity ranging from common entities to more rare dermatologic conditions with oral 
manifestations. Treatment and management of patients with these ulcerative conditions will 
be reviewed for each entity. 
 
Objectives: 

1) Recognize ulcerative conditions of the oral cavity. 
2) Determine a differential diagnosis for ulcerative lesions. 
3) Discuss appropriate treatment and follow-up measures for patients with oral 

ulcerations.

Dr. Ashley Clark is a board-certified oral pathologist currently serving as the Vice President 
of CAMP Laboratory in Indianapolis, Indiana after a nearly decade-long career serving as 
an oral pathologist in academia.
